2. Is proficient in reading a variety of music including Choral Anthems, Contemporary Music, Hymns, Cantatas and other Special Arrangements.


3. During the interview process, displays excellence and proficiency in reading music for the personnel committee and Minister of Music, using the full capabilities of the piano.

4. Is dependable, consistent, neat, and supportive for music ministry.

5. Devotes time weekly in preparation for the selected music for rehearsals and services.
